Asset Based Community Development (ABCD) is a 
powerful approach that will focus your effort on 
discovering and mobilizing the resources that are already 
present in your community. Assets are resources that 
become valuable when they are made productive.  

When a group of people discover what they have, they 
find power. When people join together in new 
connections and relationships, they build power. When 
people become more productive together, they exercise 
their power to address problems and realize dreams.  

ABCD is an engaging and interactive two-day learning 
event that provides participants with the opportunity to 
learn the basic ABCD concepts and: 

 Find, engage and mobilize organizational and 
community assets to work together to build stronger 
projects and programs. 

 Learn methods to tap into the unique power of 
individuals. 

 Practice how to build community engagement and 
involvement. 

 Learn approaches to sustain community 
organizations and leaders. 

 Learn practical ways of organizing local social 
networks so positive relationships can grow. 

 Work with real-life situations to develop your actual 
plan of action.
